I’'m from Detroit, where
the leading cause of
spinal cord injuries is gun
shot wounds. I'm one

of the survivors. | was
permanently paralyzed at
age 16 on the verge of a
prominent basketball career
when | was shot four times
as an innocent bystander. But | don't see my injury
as a tragedy; | see it as an opportunity to make a
difference as an advocate for violence prevention.

I’'m proud to act as President and Program Director
of Pioneers for Peace, a group of 27 survivors like me
who have been permanently disabled by gun violence.
We go all over telling our stories, letting young people
know what happened to us. We've reached more than
25,000 students with our message to date. Detroit, like
other cities, faces a scourge of illegal weapons that
cause a plague of death and destruction. It's time to
raise the awareness to this crisis and stop the flow of
illegal guns into our communities. PE.A.C.E. (Positive,
